• Demonstrate familiarity with different leadership theories and identify their own leadership style,
tendencies, and potential areas for growth and improvement
• Participate in and reflect on professional practice training through internships and incubators

Eligibility
The Entrepreneurship minor is open to Communication Arts, Digital Media, Fashion Design, Fine Arts,
Product Design and Toy Design majors. Because of their major curricular requirements Environmental
Design majors will only be approved to enroll on a case-by-case basis. Students must be on track in their
major and in good academic standing, with fewer than 6 credits behind and a cumulative GPA of 2.0.
